· Both members and non-members may apply, Association members will receive priority. 
· Bursary applications must be signed by the person attending. 
The deadline for applications is Monday 20 February 2012. Bursary winners will be notified by Friday 24 February 2012. 
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Terms and Conditions

1) Bursary places are available to those who work in the charity sector.

2) Your charity must be registered or recognised in Northern Ireland or the Republic of Ireland.

3) Only representatives of charities running 5 or fewer charity shops are eligible to apply.

4) This is the first year you are attending the Northern Ireland Conference.

5) Only one delegate per charity may apply. 

6) Both members and non-members may apply. Applications received by members of the Association will receive priority.

7) The Bursary covers half the delegate fee at the Northern Ireland Conference at the Charity Member rate. Bursary winners are required to pay £52.50 towards their place, payment must be received by Thursday 8 March 2012 or you may forfeit your place.

8) The Bursary does not cover any related costs of attending the Northern Ireland Conference, e.g. travel and accommodation.

9) Any application received after the closing date Monday 20 February 2012 will not be considered. The Association is not responsible for lost or late post.

10) Each application will be assessed individually by the Charity Retail Association, whose decision will be final.

11) If you are a successful bursary applicant but have already paid the full delegate fee, the Association will refund half your delegate fee. 

12) Bursary recipients will be notified by Friday 24 February 2012.
13) By signing the Bursary Application Form you agree to have a photograph taken with the Sponsors at the Conference which will be used by the Sponsors and the Association for marketing and promotional purposes.
